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The 65th Infantry Regiment in Korea: El Regimiento 65 de Infanteria en Corea:
Where Did All the Medals Go? ¢A Donde Se Fueron las Medallas?

Hacia el final de la Guerra de Corea, el 65 de Infanteria habia recibido
menos premios que los otros dos regimientos de la 3a Division de
Infanteria, a pesar de que el 65 habia llegado a Corea dos meses antes del
resto de la division y habfa luchado estupendamente por lo menos hasta la
Primavera de 1951. Alfinal de 1953 le habian otorgado a los hombres del
65 de Infanteria, 557 Estrellas de Bronce y de Plata, mientras la 15a de
Infanteria habia recibido 795 y la 7a de Infanteria 1,128. También le habian
otorgado a los del 65, 8 Cruces de Servicio Distinguido, mientras los del
Regimiento 70y 150 habian ganado 18 y 20 respectivamente. Finalmente,
a pesar de recomendaciones para el premio militar mas alto, la Medalla de
Honor Congresional, no le concedieron a ningun soldado puertorriquefio del
65 de Infanteria aquel premio prestigioso, aunque se la dieron a 8
miembros de la 7a de Infanteria y 3 miembros de la 15° de Infanteria.

By the end of the Korean War, the 65th Infantry had garnered
fewer awards than any of the other two infantry regiments in the 3d
Infantry Division, despite the fact that it had arrived in Korea two
months prior to the remainder of the division and fought superbly
through at least the Spring of 1951. By the end of 1953 the men of the
65th Infantry had been awarded 557 Bronze and Silver Stars, while the
15th Infantry had garnered 795 and the 7th Infantry 1,128. The men of
the 65th had also been awarded 8 Distinguished Service Crosses, while
those of the 7th and the 15th Regiments had won 18 and 20 respec-
tively. Finally, despite recommendations for the military’s highest award,
the Congressional Medal of Honor, no Puerto Rican soldier of the 65th
Infantry was awarded that prestigious award, although eight members
of the 7th Infantry and three members of the 15th Infantry were.

First, during it's attachment to the 25th and 2nd Infantry Divisions,
the 65th Infantry received very few decorations. This appears to be for
three reasons. First, as a result of their administrative inexperience in
combat, Harris and his commanders either recommended or awarded
their soldiers few Bronze Stars and Silver Stars during the first few
months of in Korea. Indeed, early in the war there are several instances
where Harris actually recommended his men for Soldier's Medals,
rather than the awards for valor they had clearly earned. Additionally,
the officers of the 65th appeared to hold their men to a higher standard,
awarding Bronze Stars and Silver Stars for acts rewarded by Silver
Stars or Distinguished Service Crosses in other infantry regiment. The
awards policy in the 3d Infantry Division and Eighth Army was far from
uniform. Finally, units temporarily attached to larger formations rarely
received all the awards they may have been due. As a result of monthly
quotas for valor awards, infantry division commanders tended to ensure
that it was their soldiers that were receiving the medals. Thus the 65th
Infantry received very few awards from the commanders of the 2nd and
25th Infantry Divisions. Yet in the end, the regimental commander must
bear the burden of ensuring his soldiers receive the recognition they are
due. Cordero, for example, awarded few Bronze or Silver Stars during
his brief tenure as regimental commander, although he departed Korea
with a Silver Star himself. And there is little evidence in the archives to
support the assertion that the commanders of the 3d Infantry Division
failed to approve any awards recommended by its regimental
commanders. Indeed, one disturbing trend within the 65th Infantry was
the tendency of its officers to award themselves with half of all the
decorations for valor presented to the regiment during the Korean War.
In comparison, officers in Eighth Army received about a third of all the
awards in Korea. And even officers could not always expect to receive
the recognition they had earned. Although recommended for a Silver
Star after the battle of Jackson Heights, George Jackson did not
receive the well-earned decoration until fifty years after the war. The
leadership of the regiment must thus bear the burden for the 65th
Infantry’s under-representation in 3d Infantry Division awards. <*

Primero, cuando el 65 fue atachado a las Divisiones 25y 2as de
Infanteria, recibié pocas condecoraciones. Esto parece ser por tres razo-
nes. Primero, a consecuencia de su inexperiencia administrativa en
combate, Harris y sus comandantes recomendaron o le concedieron pocas
Estrellas de Bronce y de Plata a sus soldados durante sus primeros meses
en Corea. En hecho, temprano en la guerra hay varios casos donde Harris
recomendd a sus hombres para Medallas del Soldado, en vez de los mas
altos premios por valor que ellos habian claramente ganado. Ademas, los
oficiales del 65 parecieron exigir un estandar mas alto a sus soldados, con-
cediendo Estrellas de Bronce y de Plata por hazafias recompensadas en
otros regimientos de infanteria con Estrellas de Plata o Cruces de Servicio
Distinguido. La politica de premios no fue uniforme en la 3a Divisién de In-
fanteria y el Octavo Ejército. Finalmente, las unidades temporalmente
atadas a formaciones mas grandes raramente recibian todos los premios
que quizas se merecian.

Asi que el 65 recibio
pocos premios de los comandantes de las Divisiones 2as y 25 de Infan-
teria. Pero al final, el comandante del regimiento debe llevar la responsabi-
lidad de asegurar que sus soldados reciban el reconocimiento debido.
Cordero, por ejemplo, otorgd pocas Estrellas de Bronce o de Plata durante
su breve tenencia como comandante del regimiento, aunque él mismo se
marchd de Corea con una Estrella de Plata. Y hay poca evidencia en los
archivos para apoyar la afirmacion que los comandantes de la 3a Division
no aprobaban cualquier premio recomendado por sus comandantes de
regimiento. En hecho, una costumbre inquietante dentro del 65 era la ten-
dencia de sus oficiales de concederse a si mismos con la mitad de las
condecoraciones de valor presentadas al regimiento durante la Guerra de
Corea.

LTC Tomas Guffain (Ret.) passed away on February 10, 2008 just
short of 91years of age. As one of the original Borinqueneers, LTC
Guffain served with the 65th Infantry Regiment during World War Il and
in the Korean War receiving a Silver Star and a Bronze Star. Sadly, his
wife, Elma, passed away just four days later on February 14th,
Valentine’s Day. Their son, Carlos, wrote us “This June they would
have celebrated their 62nd wedding anniversary. We want to believe
that Dad called down from Heaven and Mom went to join him. They are
now together in everlasting peace.” Both were interred at Arlington
Cemetery on April 15th with full military honors. Tomas appeared in
THE BORINQUENEERS film.

Jesus Nieves Crespo of Aguadilla, Puerto Rico, passed away on
November 16, 2007. He served in “L” Company in early 1952 until
September 1952 participating in the Kelly Hill battle where he was
wounded. Jesus was one of the 65th soldiers that was court martialed
receiving a two-year sentence. His grandson wrote to us: “Before he
died, he had the opportunity to see the film and felt very proud when he
saw his photo and to have been part of that wonderful unit.” Submitted
by his grandson, Nelson Medina.

Carmelo Acevedo passed away on December 9, 2005. He served in
“K” Company from September 1951 to November 1952. Submitted by
his son Wilfredo Acevedo.

Santiago Montalvo Montalvo passed away in April, 2008. He served
in “D” Company from March, 1951 to December, 1951 where he received
two Bronze Stars. Submitted by his son Miguel Montalvo.

William Marquez, age 82, passed away in San Jose, CA on Aug. 11
2008. “Willie” was in the 65™'s Service Company and participated in all
9 campaigns of the Korean war. He was employed by the Hiller Aircraft
Corporation of Palo Alto, CA for 25 years and retained that identity with
pride. He was and shall always be as the 3rd Division motto states,
“The Rock" upon which our family rests. Submitted by his son, Steven
Marquez.

SSGT Antonio Santos Carrucini (Ret.), age 87 of Frisco, Texas, died
on March 19, 2008. Santos served in the 65th during World War Il in
Company “F" and in Korea in Company “D". He retired after 25 years in the
Army from 1940-1965. During the Korean War, Santos was a squad
leader and gunner. On December 22, 1950, a large Chinese force attacked
his battalion with about 200 concentrating their fire on Santos’ machine
gun. Stranded and without communication, Santos opened fire along with
his assistant gunner, Cpl. Gilberto Calderon. Just as the enemy was
advancing, the machine gun lost the covert bolt-in that built up pressure
making it disabled. Using typical Borinqueneer ingenuity, Santos removed a
safety pin from Calderon’s shirt which held a Saint’s medal and used it to
replace the bolt pin. Disregarding his own safety, he bravely opened fire
again. Due to Santos' and his squad’s heroic actions, the enemy was
forced to withdraw. Although Santos was initially recommended for a
Medal of Honor, he was awarded instead the Silver Star. Calderon and the
other men also earned various medals making it the most decorated unit in
Korea at the time. The other valiant men in the squad were: 1st Sgt. Saez,
Cpl. Gilberto Calderon, PFC Carmoaga, PFC Peter (New Yorican), PFC
Bonet, PFC Ruben Santiago Cabrera, CPL Enrique Aviles and a Korean
interpreter Kadoni. Antonio’s daughter, Carmen, is working with Senator
Kay Bailey Hutchinson (Texas) in trying to get Santos upgraded to a Medal
of Honor. She is trying to locate Gilberto Calderon or another witness who
can testify to Antonio’s heroism. If you have any information, please contact
us or Carmen at carmen@ricangroup.com.

Tnte. Col. Toméas Guffain (Ret). fallecié el 10 de febrero de 2008 a casi 91
afios de edad. Como uno de los Borinquefios originales, el Col. Guffain
sirvio en el Regimiento 65 de Infanteria durante Segunda Guerra Mundial y
en la Guerra de Corea donde recihi6 la Estrella de Plata y de Bronce.
Tristemente, su esposa, Elma, fallecié solo cuatro dias mas tarde el 14 de
febrero, en el Dia de San Valentin. Su hijo, Carlos, nos escribié “Este junio
ellos hubieran celebrado su 62 aniversario de boda. Queremos pensar que
Papa la llamé desde el Cielo y Mamé fue a encontrarse con €él.  Ahora
estan juntos en eterna paz.” Ambos fueron enterrados en el Cementerio
Arlington el 15 de abril con completos honores militares. Tomas aparecio en
la pelicula Los Borinquefios. Reportado por su hijo, Carlos Guffain.

Jesus Nieves Crespo de Aguadilla, Puerto Rico, fallecié el 16 de
noviembre de 2007. Sirvio en la Compafiia "L" a principios de 1952 hasta
septiembre de 1952 participando en la batalla de Colina Kelly donde fue
herido. Jesus fue uno de los soldados del 65 que le aplicaron corte marcial
recibiendo una condena de dos afios. Su nieto nos escribid: "Antes de
morir, €l tuvo la oportunidad de ver la pelicula y se sinti6 muy orgulloso de
poder ver su foto y formar parte de este maravillosa grupo." Reportado por
su nieto, Nelson Medina.

Carmelo Acevedo fallecio el 9 de diciembre de 2005. El sirvi6 en la
Compafiia “K” desde septiembre de 1951 hasta noviembre de 1952.
Reportado por su hijo Wilfredo Acevedo.

Santiago Montalvo Montalvo fallecio en abril de 2008. El sirvio en la
Compaiiia “D” desde marzo de 1951 a diciembre de 1951 donde recibié dos
Estrellas de Bronce. Reportado por su hijo Miguel Montalvo.

William Marquez, de 82 afios, fallecié en San José, CA el 11 de agosto de
2008. "Willie" sirvié en la Compafiia de Servicio del 65 y particip6 en 9
campafias de la Guerra de Corea. Fue empleado por Hiller Aircraft
Corporation de Palo Alto, CA durante 25 afios y retuvo aquella identidad con
orgullo. Eray siempre sera como dice la lema de la 3ra Division, "la Roca"
sobre la cual nuestra familia descansa. Reportado por su hijo, Steven
Marquez.

SSGT Antonio Santos Carrucini (Ret.), de 87 afios en Frisco, Tejas, muri6
el 19 de marzo de 2008. Sirvid en el 65 durante la 2da Guerra Mundial en la
Compaiiia "F"y en Corea en la Compafiia "D". Se licencié después de 25
afios en el Ejército de 1940-1965. Durante la Guerra de Corea, Santos fue
lider de escuadrilla y operador de ametralladora. El 22 de diciembre de 1950,
una fuerza grande de chinos atac6 su batallén con 200 soldados concentrando
su fuego a la ametralladora de Santos. Varado y sin la comunicacion, Santos
abri6 fuego junto con su ayudante, el cabo Gilberto Calderon. Cuando el
enemigo avanzaba, la ametralladora se incapacité cuando perdié el cerrojo
encubierto que acumulaba presion. Usando el ingenio tipico del Borinquefio,
Santos quit6 el imperdible que aguantaba una medalla religiosa de la camisa
de Calderon y lo us6 para sustituir el alfiler de cerrojo. Desatendiendo su
propia seguridad, €l valientemente abri6 fuego de nuevo. Debido a Santos y
las acciones heroicas de su escuadrilla, el enemigo fue obligado a retirarse.
Aunque al principio recomendaron a Santos para una Medalla de Honor, en
cambio le concedieron la Estrella de Plata. Calderon y los otros hombres
también recibieron varias medallas convirtiéndolos, hasta entonces, en la mas
condecorada unidad en Corea. Los otros hombres valientes en la escuadrilla
eran: 1r Sgto. Saez, cabo Gilberto Calderon, PFC Carmoaga, PFC Peter
(boricua de Nueva York), PFC Bonet, PFC Ruben Santiago Cabrera, cabo
Enrique Aviles y un intérprete coreano, Kadoni. La hija de Antonio, Carmen
Santos, esta trabajando con la Senadora Kay Bailey Hutchinson (de Tejas)
para obtenerle a Santos una Medalla de Honor. Carmen busca a Gilberto
Calderon u otro testigo que pueda declarar sobre el heroismo de Antonio. Si
tiene alguna informacidn, comuniquese con nosotros o con Carmen al
carmen@ricangroup.com.
